the practitioner’s right to practise at a hospital or another facility at
which health services are provided is withdrawn or restricted because
of the practitioner’s conduct, professional performance or health; or
e) the practitioner’s billing privileges are withdrawn or restricted under the

Human Services (Medicare) Act 1973 (Cth) because of the practitioner’s
conduct, professional performance or health; or

f) the practitioner’s authority under a law of a State or Territory to

administer, obtain, possess, prescribe, sell, supply or use a scheduled

medicine or class of scheduled medicines is cancelled or restricted; or

a complaint is made about the practitioner to the following entities—

(i) the chief executive officer under the Human Services (Medicare) Act
1973 (Cth);

(i) an entity performing functions under the Health Insurance Act 1973
(Cth);

(iii) the Secretary within the meaning of the National Health Act 1953
(Cth);

(iv) the Secretary to the Department in which the Migration Act 1958
(Cth) is administered;

(v) another Commonwealth, State or Territory entity having functions
relating to professional services provided by health practitioners or
the regulation of health practitioners.

To ensure you are able to practise competently and safely, you must have
recent practice in your scope of practice in which you intend to work during the
period of registration for which you are applying.

To meet the standard, you must have completed a minimum of:

e 450 hours of practice in the previous three years, or

e 150 hours of practice in the previous 12 months.

If you are returning to practice after an absence of more than three years,

the specific requirements for registration will depend on the scope of practice,
your level of experience and the length of absence from that scope, including
any continuing professional development undertaken.

If you propose to extend your scope of practice you must complete any
advanced training/preparation that your peers would reasonably expect to
ensure you are competent. If you are making a substantial change to a different
scope you must submit a plan for professional development to the Board for
approval before commencing the extended scope of practice.
